Mr. Freda stated that the next meeting of the Board of Selectmen will be — Thursday, January
6, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Library Community Room.

Public Comment -

Raymond Fowler, Todd Drive, spoke at length to share his thoughts regarding several major
accomplishments announced at the previous Selectmen’s meeting pertaining to economic
development in Town. He expressed his gratitude for Mr. Freda’s efforts in bringing new
businesses, and also his dismay that these accomplishments were not properly recognized at
the previous meeting. He also thanked Mr. Freda for the progress made on the Todd Drive
drainage system project. In addition, also requested that individuals refrain from bringing
unproved accusations and innuendo at the meetings. He does not appreciate these individuals
slandering others, destroying reputations, without proven facts or evidence. He requested the
Selectmen prohibit this behavior at future meetings.

Charlie Wicklein, Hartford Turnpike, stated that he watched the WPCA Board meeting where
they discussed the Indian Ridge project and the amount of sewage that would be generated
and if the pipe was big enough. He also questioned the hiring of a consultant. Mr. Freda
explained that we have had a consultant for many years, the McGuire Group, which has
consulted on many projects for the Town for a number of years. Mr. Wicklein asked if Ms.
Sadosky could do the work. Mr. Wicklein had several specific questions. Mr. Freda asked Mr.
Wicklein to call him in his office at Town Hall and he would get him the answers to his
questions.

Ann DeMatteo, of the New Haven Register, asked the salary of the Building Official. Ms.
Sadosky responded she believed $76,500, but was not sure. She could get back to Ann with
that.

Nancy Mozealous, Carriage Drive, asked if the CON for Yale is denied, will that affect the other
medical building project on Devine Street. Mr. Freda responded, no, they are two separate
projects.

Ann DeMatteo asked for clarification about the ADA grant for Town Hall if it has been applied
for or not. Mr. Freda stated that we are in the process of filling out the paperwork now.

Dean Cerasoli, Vista Road, asked about the Universal Drive paving and if the price was locked
in, and who is doing the inspection and administration on that contract. Mr. Freda responded,
yes it was and it is done in house.

Gary Amato, Pool Road, also asked how the company stays locked in at the price with the
fluctuation of asphalt and materials. Ms. Sadosky explained once the DOT reviews the project,
the bidder has the opportunity to lock in on their price, of which they expressed should not be
a problem because they get their materials from their own plant. Mr. Amato asked again about
the presence of the Town Attorney at meetings. Mr. Freda stated he will come to meetings that
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have items on the agenda that may be relevant. Mr. Amato asked again about the State
Statute that prohibited him from getting the information he requested from the Police Dept.
Mr. Freda repeated that according to statue, no municipality can reveal the content of an
investigation against a person where there are only accusations or uncorroborated charges.
Mr. Freda noted that if Mr. Amato would like the exact statue, we would be happy to give it to
him.

Mr. Amato brought up the Building Official investigation and the timeline of events. Mr. Freda
reviewed the timeline of events and the fact that the previous administration did not reveal any
information to him during the transition meetings about her involvement in conducting a
private investigation of the department. She did not turnover the file until her last day in
office. Mr. Freda then asked Mr. Fontana if he was aware that the previous administration had
hired a private investigator to investigate the building department, and held the invoice for
payment. Mr. Fontana reviewed his knowledge of the events and stated that he was aware that
Ms. McCarty did initiate an investigation which was conducted over the summer months. He
then had a conversation that in September of 2009 she indicated that a preliminary report
came back and named individuals in Town by name, several of which serve in public office.
She made a decision that it should not become a subject for the campaign that year, and
decided to keep the information regarding the investigation and allegations private until after
the election.

Mr. Amato read the letter he sent to Kostin & Ruffkess asking for information detailing the
scope of work they performed on the investigation. He is unhappy that he has not gotten the
detail he asked for. Mr. Freda explained that he was given everything we have. Mr. Freda, Mr.
Doheny and Mr. Amato discussed the subject of the audit in greater length.

John Bimonte, Evergreen Place, stated that he has a great respect for Mr. Freda and Mr.
Doheny to do what is right for the Town. He questioned where were the people who are
complaining at these meetings during the previous administration when certain incidents took
place.

Michael Mele, Maple Avenue, asked to clarify a statement made earlier by the Third
Selectman. Mr. Fontana did so.

Tom White, Summer Lane, stated that he has a history in law enforcement and that whenever
you are conducting an investigation you should not disclose any details publicly. He has dealt
with several investigators over the years and he has always been of the opinion that no public
official is terminated until the investigation is thoroughly concluded.

Mr. Freda asked for additional questions, and seeing none and hearing none motioned to
adjourn at 8:37 pm.
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
